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The Census 2010 is Coming! 

The 2010 Census is coming. Make sure that you and your family count. The US 2010 

Census is fast approaching. In March, every residence in the country will receive a simple 

confidential questionnaire asking the head of household to answer a few basic questions 

about each person living there. 

 

It is critically important to complete and return the questionnaire because the Census data helps to determine 

how legislative districts are drawn and how funds for hospitals, schools, transportation and social services are 

distributed.  

  

In fact, federal, state and local governments as well as businesses base many of their decisions on Census data. 

The amount of money available for state aid: what neighborhood needs a school, health clinic or bus line even 

where to open a new supermarket – all of these are based on information that comes from the Census. 

 

By law, the Census Bureau isn’t allowed to give the information it collects to anyone else, including other gov-

ernment agencies. And the information it asks for is basic: no questions will be asked about such matters as 

your citizenship, immigration status or income.
